Lyman Pierce, one of the best-known citizens of Owensboro, died of apoplexy at 5 o'clock Tuesday afternoon at
his home at 932 Leitchfield road. He had been ill but a short time and his death was entirely unexpected. Mr.
Pierce had always been apparently a hearty and healthy man.
Mr. Pierce was sixty-five years of age and was born at Rockport, Ind., August 21, 1844. He had been a resident of
Owensboro for many years and was engaged in the grocery business several times. For eight years he was a
deputy sheriff of Daviess county and for four years he was chief of police of the city. He was a Confederate
veteran and was a member of the Rice E. Graves camp of Owensboro. A meeting of the camp has been called for
3 o'clock this afternoon to arrange for the camp attending the funeral in a body.
