land upon which to settle on Staten Island, this beautiful isle was almost bare of inhabitants. A mgjority of those
who joined in the petition turned back, but Billiou pressed on. It was Billiou who succeeding in pacifying the
Indians where others had failed, and it was he who, with the assistance of the Governor's surveyor, laid out the
first Staten Island town at 'Old Town' near the present South Beach. On 10-2-1661, he and his wife joined the
Reformed Protestant Church at New Amsterdam. He was ajudicia officer of the first court established 1-28-
1664, was a delegate to the General Assembly in Manhattan, 4-10-1664, was appointed a Lieutenant of Militia5-
